	TITLE: CX033 Overnight Structural Maintenance Work for the A511 Horninglow Street/ Guild Street Burton Upon Trent 

	Staffordshire County Council will shortly be carrying out significant works on the A511 Horninglow Street and Guild Street, Burton Upon Trent. Works will take place from Brewers Close on Horninglow Street and after the entrance to the National Brewery Centre on Guild Street.

Works will include work on the damaged drainage systems, replacement and adjustments of kerbs where necessary and minor footway patching along with the removal of the existing carriageway ironworks and re-setting them. Following the above works, we will then begin the carriageway reconstruction works, this will include the removal of the existing carriageway surface and replacing it with a new surface, along with the replacement of new road markings.

Guild Street will be closed after the entrance to Middleway Retail Park to the junction of A511 Horninglow Street to through traffic during the overnight works. The road closures will be in place from 19.00pm to 6am (Monday to Friday). Outside of these times the road will remain open.

Throughout the overnight works, the A511 Horninglow Street will have temporary traffic signals and lane closures in place, to allow us to work on one side of the carriageway. This will minimise disruption to the local community and road users, limit the need for full road closures and diversions, and allow the work to take place safely. 



	When are the works taking place?

The work will commence on the 1st July to the 19th July 2024


	How long will the works take?

Approximately 14 days to complete the works.


	Will I be able to access my home/business?

For the number of properties within the work area, access will be maintained when safe to do so, however at times access may not be possible and access will be via the local diversion route. Designated personnel  will be positioned at either end of the closure points to offer assistance and assist with access when safe to do so to residential properties and businesses. 
Additional signage will be placed at key strategic points, directing members of the public wanting to access and park for the Manzil Gold restaurant during the overnight closures.



	What effect could the works have on me?

We take care to make sure that work is completed with the minimum of disturbance to the local community but as with any major works, some minor traffic delays may occur. 

The works may at times be noisy, and we apologise in advance for any inconvenience or disturbance caused. We’ll do our best to complete the work as quickly and safely as possible. We like to thank you for your patience during this works.

Please take care to plan your journeys and if necessary move vehicles to an accessible location.

Ahead of the works taking place, residential letters will be delivered to affected properties with specific scheme details
